As a follow up to last week’s column on the
Six Moral Principles, | want to give you the second
part of the reflection, that is “Actions For Tough
Economic Times.” Again, these reflections come
from the December 2011 edition of the newsletter,
CATHOLIC UPDATE, published by the St. Anthony
Messenger Press.

Read Prayerfully #28 - 60 of the bishops’
pastoral letter, Economic Justice for All. This document
may be found on the USCCB web site. (usccb.org)

Perform An Examination of Conscience.
Honestly pay attention to the assumptions that
shape our moral perceptions and judgments.

Expand Our Horizons. Learn more about
the “bottom billion,” that is, the billion women, men
and children who live in extreme poverty without
sufficient food, clean water and other basic necessities
of life. A good place to begin would be “Catholics
Confront Global Poverty” that can be found at
old.usccb.org/sdwp/globalpoverty.

Discern Carefully the “Wisdom sources”
we use to gather information. An example of this
is the idea of a “consistent ethic of life” that provides
a contemporary biblical morality, and a helpful
guide for discernment.

Finally, Follow Up with Informed Voting.
The church’s social teaching reminds us of the con-
nections between ethics, economics and politics.
